Rugby World Cup - Competition

Rules for competing in the Rugby World Cup winner takes all contest.

For the elimination rounds, there are forty matches played over three weeks.

For each match choose your winning side and mark the box then, choose the points difference that will separate the two sides (less than 5, between 5 and 15, or 16 and over) 

You will receive one point for choosing the winning side and a further two if you choose the correct score difference.

These points will accumulate until all the elimination matches are played, after which those contestants who have sufficient points to be able to win, will be invited to complete another set of choices for the quarter finals onwards.

The player who accululates the greatest number of points wins. In the case of a tie the player who guesses the most correct score differences wins.

Timescales for completion:

Contestants may complete all forty matches at the start of the contest.If however there are those who wish to study form and fine tune-their estimates the following will apply.

ALL competitors MUST complete their estimates for all the matches to be played during the first two weeks. i.e. all matches between 9thand 22ndSeptember, and submit their entry before the 9th September.

Before the 15thSeptember,the selections for the final week’s eliminationmatches MUST be submitted. i.e. all matches between the 23rd and 30th.

This will end the elimination rounds in the World Cup Competition and similarly in our competition, those players who do not have sufficient accumulated points to be able to win, will therefore be eliminated.

Quarter finals and beyond

Those whose accumulated points enable them to enter the final round MUST hand in/email their result predictions no later than Wednesday 6thOctober.

The names of the competitors, along with their accumulated scores will be posted in the bar and updated weekly.

The overall winner will take the full prize pot. i.e. number of competitors x £10. 

In addition to the prize pot Exeter Brewery will award a prize of two cases of twelve bottled ales.The runner(s)up will receive a presentation pack of four bottles.
